PROCEDURE

a.| 5 minutes

Students read the questions.

b.| 3 minutes

The text is read for the first time. (Students may start
writing if they wish to.)

c.| 7 minutes

The questions are read out and students answer them.

d.| 3 minutes

The text is read for the second time.

e.| 7 minutes

The questions are read out again and the students answer

any unanswered questions.

f.| 5 minutes

Final revision of answers by students.
